Inés Aristegui (Argentina)

Inés holds a Ph.D. in Psychology from the University of Groningen (The
Netherlands) and a postgraduate degree in Sexual Diversity Oriented
Research (ACU, Australia). She is the Director of the Implementation Research
Division at Fundacién Huésped. Dr. Aristegui works with LGBTIQ people and
people living with HIV, both in clinical practice and research. Since 2010,
she has collaborated on more than 20 national and international studies in
transgender health developing collaborative relationships with community
members and refining methods for the successful implementation of studies
and programs.

(Association of Transvestites, Transsexuals, and Transgenders of Argentina) in
the Autonomous City of Buenos Aires and represents the OTBN (National
Grassroots Trans Organization) ATTTA of Argentina in REDLACTRANS (Latin
American and Caribbean Network of Trans People).
